ALAMEDA CITY LABOR LAW POSTER

Beginning July 1, 2025, an employee who performs at least two (2) hours of work in a particular workweek within the geographic boundaries of the 
City of Alameda must be paid wages of not less than $17.46 per hour. This minimum wage rate applies equally to all employees, regardless of the size 
of the employer.

The minimum wage requirement is set forth in the City of Alameda’s Minimum Wage Ordinance, Alameda Municipal Code Chapter 4-60. Tips may not 
be counted toward payment of the minimum wage. The implementation schedule of the Minimum Wage Ordinance is as follows:

Under the Ordinance, employees who assert their rights to receive the City’s minimum wage are protected from retaliation. Employees may file a civil 
lawsuit against their employers for any violation of the Ordinance and/or may file a complaint with the City’s Base Reuse and Economic Development 
Department. The City will investigate possible violations, will have access to payroll records, and may enforce violations of the minimum wage 
requirements by ordering payment of back wages unlawfully withheld and penalties.

Los empleados 
pueden presentar una demanda civil contra sus empleadores par cualquier violaci6n a la Ordenanza, y/o pueden presentar una queja ante el Departamento de 
Desarrollo Econ6mico y Reutilizaci6n de Bases de la Ciudad. La Ciudad investigara posibles infracciones, tendra acceso a las registros de n6mina y podra hacer cumplir 
las infracciones a las requisitos del salario mfnimo al ordenar el pago de salarios atrasados ilegalmente retenidos y el pago de sanciones.
